GNFAC forecasters observation: On 2/8/19 we observed 3 recent avalanches with unknown triggers (assumed
natural) and one snowmobile triggered avalanche (listed separately as AMu on 2/6/19) along Lionhead Ridge.
Three of them, including the snowmobile triggered slide, broke 3-4+ feet deep on sugary weak snow in the lower
1/3 of the snowpack. One avalanche broke 2' deep in the recent storm snow.
